W hile it had been known in Old Testament times that Christ was going to come and be the 

King of Israel it was not known that He would come twice.  The mysteries of the kingdom 

reveal this and how this related to the gospel of the kingdom being preached.  At His first coming 

Christ was rejected.  When He comes to earth again Old Testament prophecies regarding His 

kingdom on earth will be carried out.   

 

Matthew 13 contains 7 parables, or stories, used by our Lord to illustrate and teach this.  Other 

chapters in Matthew, Mark, and Luke contain additional parables or stories about it.  See for        

example, Matthew 22:1-14 and Luke 19: 11-27.  Revelation 10:7 refers to this mystery being          

finished, i.e., finally carried out.
